	Participatory Budgeting event, 28th January 2009                                                   

	The recent Empowerment White Paper called for Participatory Budgeting (PB) to be introduced in every local authority area by 2012. Recently, the Home Office has encouraged all police forces up and down the country to look seriously at introducing PB. And the Department of Children, Schools and Families is encouraging PB as a way of young people deciding  how to spend local Youth Opportunities Fund money.

 

Here in the South East, we now have half a dozen areas that have begun experimenting with PB – including the first significant health-based pilot in Southampton Thornhill. Other areas in the South East have recently committed to introducing PB over the next period. 

 

Progress through Partnership (PtP) held a briefing event on PtP earlier this year and with help from the national PB Unit is organising a meeting for those in the SE that are actively exploring how to take PB forward.  The meeting is on 28 January in London and will discuss the experiences of PB in the South East so far. If there is enough support we will look at setting up a learning network for PB in the south east. The following areas (so far) will be attending on the 28th:
Southampton, Banstead & Reigate, Brighton, Waverley, Portsmouth,Dartford, Wycombe and Buckinghamshire.

 

The meeting is not a briefing session but is for those who are actively exploring a PB approach.
